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T The Children's Information project funded by the Nuffield Foundation
is an innovative collaboration between local authorit ies and
universit ies to improve the way that information about and from
children, young people and famil ies is  used in local and national
Government.  This information shapes and informs the support and
services provided to meet and respond to the diverse needs of
children, young people and famil ies.  

The project is  a collaboration involving two County Councils (North
Yorkshire and Hampshire) ,  two Borough Councils (Oldham and
Rochdale,  working with the Greater Manchester Combined Authority) ,
f ive universit ies and Research in Practice.  The researchers and local
authorit ies work closely together,  enabling collaboration and co-
production between children, young people,  parents and carers,
practit ioners,  managers,  data analysts,  service leaders and
policymakers to understand and shape how information can be used
ethically and effectively.

The webinar wil l  be an opportunity to share ideas
and insights into what does and does not support
the development of a single view of the chi ld.
